MIND MAPPING
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What is a mind map?

Mind maps are tools which help you think, learn, deepen and organize
A mind map consists of a central word or concept, around the central word you draw the 5 to 10 main ideas that relate to that word. You then take each of those child words and again draw the 5 to 10 main ideas that relate to each of those words. 

In this way a large number of related ideas can quickly be produced with virtually no mental effort. 
Because of the large amount of association involved, they can be very creative, tending to generate new ideas and associations that have not been thought of before. Every item in a map is in effect, a center of another map.
